Dear Parents/Guardians:

It's that time of year when we know the winter season is just around the corner, and we will be
facing inclement weather events over the next several months. Lost instructional time remains a
concern and keeping schools open is a high priority for our district/province; however, keeping
students and staff safe will remain our highest priority.

Please carefully review the below information. Our District is spread across a very large area with
different weather patterns, and there may be occasions when we need additional time in the
morning in some areas, before conditions allow us to open.

We will continue to find balance by employing the options below in the coming months:

1) Early Dismissal — This may occur with unexpected weather events. Buses will be called back
to the school and parents notified. Please ensure that your school has your up-to-date contact
information.

2) Individual School Closures — This may occur when one or more schools are affected by a
severe weather event in their local area.

3) Two Hour Delayed School Openings — This may occur after a storm and some additional
time is needed to clear roadways, parking lots, etc. In this instance, school buildings will
only be opening two hours later than usual. Bus runs will be operating two hours later
than usual. Please do not drop off your children at school before this time as there will
be no one on site.
